CoNSTITUTION OF INDIA.

No. Krishiaa-1618/CR144/16a.—In exercise of the powers conferred by the proviso to article 309 of
the Constitution of India, the Governor of Maharashtra is hereby pleased to make the following rules
regulating the Limited Departmental Competitive Examination for the selection to the post of the Agriculture
Supervisor (Group ‘C’) in the Commissionerate of Agriculture under the Agriculture, Animal Husbandry,
Dairy Development and Fisheries Department, namely :—

1. Short title.—These rules may be called the Agriculture Supervisor(Group ‘C’) in the
Commissionerate of Agriculture (Limited Departmental Competitive Examination) Rules, 2018.

2. Definitions.—In these rules, unless the context requires otherwise,—

(a) “Commissionerate” means the Commissionerate of Agriculture under the Agriculture, Animal
Husbandry, Dairy Development and Fisheries Department ;

(b) “Departmental Examination” means the Limited Departmental Competitive Examination
conducted for selection on the post of Agricultural Supervisor (Group ‘C’) in the Commissionerate of
the persons holding the post of Agriculture Assistant (Group ‘C’) in the Commissionerate ;

(c) “Division” means Agricultural Divisions that is Pune, Thane, Nashik, Kolhapur, Aurangabad,
Latur, Amaravati and Nagpur.

3. Persons eligible to appear for Departmental Examination.—The following persons are eligible to
appear for the Departmental Examination :—

(i) Persons who have completed five years regular service on the post of Agriculture Assistant
(Group ‘C") in the Commissionerate on the 1st January of year in which the Departmental Examination
is proposed to be conducted ;

Explanation.—For the purposes of this clause a period of five years regular service shall be
counted,—

(a) in case of recruitment by nomination, from completion of a period of three years as a
Krishi Sewak;

(b) in case of appointment by promotion, from the date of regular promaotion;
(i) Persons who have passed Departmental Examination for the post of Agriculture Assistant;

(i) Persons who possess a certificate in Computer Operations as prescribed by the Directorate
of Information Technology, Government of Maharashtra, from time to time ; and

(iv) Persons who have passed the Examinations in Hindi and Marathi languages according to
the rules made in that behalf, unless he has already passed, or has been exempted from passing
those examinations.
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4. Departmental Examination.—(1) The Departmental Examination shall be conducted at the divisional
headquarter level under supervision and control of concerned Joint Director (Agriculture) of the Division.
(2) The Departmental Examination shall comprise of two papers, one is General Subjects (Paper-1) and
another is Departmental Subjects (Paper-I11), specified in the Schedule appended to these rules.(3) Each
paper shall be of 100 marks and of one and half hours’ duration. (4) The Departmental Examination Pattern
shall contain multiple choice question papers of the subjects,based on the Syllabus as specified in the
Schedule appended thereto.
